VCIPL has made no further enquiries with the relevant local authorities in this regard and does not certify the property as having a clear and marketable title. Further, no legal advice regarding the title and ownership of the subject property has been obtained for the purpose of this appraisal exercise. It has been assumed that the title deeds are clear and marketable.
Environmental Conditions

We have assumed that the subject property is not contaminated and is not adversely affected by any existing or proposed environmental law and any processes which are carried out on the property are regulated by environmental legislation and are properly licensed by the appropriate authorities.

Town Planning

The permissible land use, zoning, achievable FSI, area statement adopted for purpose of this valuation is based on the information provided by the Client's representative and the same has been adopted for this valuation purpose. VCIPL has assumed the same to be correct and permissible. VCIPL has not validated the same from any authority.

Area

Based on the documents, we understand that the subject property is contiguous and non-agricultural land parcel admeasuring 104.00 Sq. M.
Condition & Repair

In the absence of any information to the contrary, we have assumed that there are no abnormal ground conditions, nor archaeological remains present which might adversely affect the current or future occupation, development or value of the property. The property is free from rat, infestation, structural or latent defect. No currently known deleterious or hazardous materials or suspect techniques will be used in the construction of or subsequent alteration or additions to the property and comments made in the property details do not purport to express an opinion about, or advise upon, the condition of uninspected parts and should not be taken as making an implied representation or statement about such parts.

Valuation Methodology

For the purpose of this valuation exercise, the valuation methodology used is cost approach. 

The cost approach is a Real Property Valuation method which considers the value of a property as the cost of the land plus the replacement cost of the building (construction costs) minus the physical and functional depreciation. 

This approach is most commonly used for real estate properties that are not easily sold like schools, hospitals, government buildings and above type of property.

Land cost can be estimated using the Sales Comparison Approach by studying recent sales of land close to the subject property, and these sales should be comparable in size and location with subject property. 

There are different ways to estimate replacement costs, the most common being finding out the cost to build a square foot of comparable properties multiplied by the total square footage of the building. The cost approach is commonly used for Industrial purpose, Industrial Building and properties mentioned above.

Where reliance has been placed upon external sources of information in applying the valuation methodologies, unless otherwise specifically instructed by Client and/or stated in the valuation, VCIPL has not independently verified that information and VCIPL does not advise nor accept it as reliable.
